
Prix canadien d’implication 2006 
de l’ANÉA 

 
Pour une cinquième année, l’ANÉA organise le concours d’implication canadien. Ce concours, qui tient à 
reconnaître les efforts déployés dans les milieux autres qu’académique, est réservé aux universitaires qui 
étudient en actuariat. Le prix permet de démontrer au candidat que ses efforts d’implication ne passent pas 
inaperçus et qu’ils sont appréciés par son entourage. 
 
Chaque université pourra, lors du congrès 2006, présenter la candidature d’un étudiant. Le processus de 
sélection des nominés se déroulera pendant l’automne dans leurs universités respectives. Lors du congrès, 
les membres de l’ANÉA choisiront le lauréat du prix canadien d’implication 2006. 
 
Pour être éligible, le candidat doit : 

• Étudier au niveau universitaire en actuariat 
• Se démarquer au niveau de l’implication sociale 
• Réussir ses cours

Procédure de nomination 
 
La sélection du lauréat du prix canadien d’implication de l’ANÉA/ASNA se fait en deux étapes. En premier 
lieu, chaque université choisit le candidat qu’elle présentera lors du congrès. Pour ce faire, tous les 
étudiants en actuariat doivent avoir la chance d’être nominé et de nominer un de leur collègue de classe et 
ce, en remplissant le formulaire ci-joint. Les délégués de l’ANÉA nomment ensuite celui ou celle qui sera 
présenté pour la sélection finale. Pour ce faire, ils peuvent être assistés d’autres étudiants en actuariat. 
 
Dans un deuxième temps, au moment du congrès, les membres de l’ANÉA se rencontrent afin de choisir 
celui qui sera désigné lauréat du prix canadien d’implication de l’ANÉA/ASNA. Les finalistes et le lauréat du 
prix canadien d’implication de l’ANÉA/ASNA seront présentés au souper gastronomique du samedi soir. Un 
prix sera attribué au grand gagnant. 
 
Il est important de noter que ce prix ne représente en aucun cas un concours de popularité, et qu’aucun 
étudiant ne sera choisi pour sa moyenne.

2006 ASNA Canadian 
Involvement Prize 

 
For a fifth year, ASNA has the pleasure of organizing the Canadian Student Involvement contest. The 
primary goal being to recognize the efforts put in extra-curricular activities, this contest is only opened to 
university students studying actuarial science. This recognition is to show students that their efforts are 
noticed and appreciated by his/her fellow classmates. 
 
Each university will be able to present one candidate at the 2006 convention. Throughout the fall semester, 
all universities member of ASNA will proceed in selecting one student to represent their school. During the 
convention, the ASNA delegates will choose one winner from the nominees from each university to hold the 
title of the 2006 ASNA Canadian Student Involvement Prize. 
 
In order to be eligible, the candidate must: 

• Be an actuarial science university student 
• Have a high level of social involvement 
• Get  passing grades in all his classes 
• Attend the 2006 convention 

 
 

 
Nomination Process 

 
There are two steps in the selection of the winner of the 2006 ASNA Canadian Involvement Prize. First of 
all, each university will choose one candidate from their program which they believe has the required 
qualities to win this contest. This candidate will become the nominee for that university and his/her 
candidature will be presented to the ASNA delegates at the 2006 convention. To be considered for this 
honor, students must fill out the form distributed to them by the ASNA delegates during fall. Students may 
nominate themselves or nominate others as long as the nominator knows sufficiently about the person 
being nominated. Once the delegates from each university receive the candidatures, they will be in charge 
of selecting the one person representing their university.  
 
Secondly, during the January convention delegates from all universities will come together and choose the 
2006 ASNA Canadian Student Involvement Prize winner. The nominees and the winner of the prize will be 
introduced and announced during dinner on Saturday evening. The winner of this year’s convention will be 
honored with a special gift. 
 
It is very important to remember that this prize is in no way a popularity contest, and moreover no student 
will be chosen for his/her grade average.
