Reports from Convention Committee 
Events and opinion
Fairmount Hotel: staff was very helpful; good accommodation; would recommend to future convention committee
Speakers: there was a wide variety, but could have used more seminars in French; positive feedback 
Social Event: very popular. For gift purchases, would recommend to go shopping on Boxing Day
Bar Night: good turn out
Food: ordered too much food – could have invited speakers or ordered less; but the food was overall good. 
Closing Ceremony: closing ceremony speaker was not as good; would also recommend avoiding closing ceremony around check out time from the hotel. 

Sponsors
Diamond - Manulife and Investor Group: Investor Groups had a second speaker at the Gala, and Manulife had aHospitality suite – a little extra for Diamond Sponsors. Would recommend to schedule a backup speaker for key note speech, just in case the speaker cannot make it. 
Fund:  less than before due to the location. Money also came in later than expected.

Miscellaneous
T-shirt: Had problem with the color of logos - need black and white from the sponsors. Allocate enough amount of space for each company’s logo.
In general, 173 students, good experience. 

Ryan Cuscito suggests looking out for feedback - sending out surveys to get feedbacks. 

Alena asked for feedback for mingling party and on-site interview:
Mingling Party: Positive feedbacks. Theme of event forces students to mingle with students with other universities. 
Interview sessions: there were problems with students not showing up. Munich Re is very happy with the interview session. 

Alena commented about the social event: doesn’t have to be special. What is important is to get everyone in the same room, mix and mingle. Would also recommend to have a photographer to take pictures to put on the website.

Finance reports
We had $27,000 before convention. Pledged 52,000 – good turnout considering the economy downturn: shows that companies value ASNA. The number of attendees was not bad. In terms of expenses, the convention committee managed to cut down 8,000 on the expenses. All expense items were under the budget. Travel reimbursement was very expensive due to the location. 

Currently have $21,000 in the bank account. It is agood amount of money for next year.

Travel reimbursement: $275 per person on average – estimate amount of travel reimbursement before the convention but hard to guarantee travel reimbursement. Travel reimbursement was a good way to encourage people to come to the convention.
